Welcome to Saint Maron Church                
We are a Catholic Church, Maronite rite. What is 
“Maronite Catholic Rite”?  
There are 22-24 rites in the Catholic Church.  The  
Maronite rite is one of them. The Latin or Roman 
rite is another.  
A rite represents an Church tradition about how the   
sacraments are to be celebrated. Rome, Antioch 
(Syria), and Alexandria (Egypt) are the main centers 
of those rites.  
The Maronite rite traces its origins to the work of St. 
Maron in the 4th century who founded a monastery east of Antioch. Later monks moved to the 
mountains in what is today Lebanon.  
All rites are entrusted to the Pope, the divinely appointed successor of St. Peter. As the Bishop of 
Rome, he is the head of the Latin or Roman rite,  
by far the largest rite in the Church.As Vicar of the universal Church, the Pope is shepherd of the 
rites of the West and the East.The Maronite church is the only Catholic Church named after its 
founder, Saint Maron.  The music and prayers you will sing and pray here have been in use for more 
than 1,500 years!
